Sometimes we preachers say too much and sometimes we say too little.  A lady came up to a preacher and began to talk about
the untimely death of her mother.  She was seven when her mom had died.   Now an older woman, her mother’s death was still
heavy on her heart.  With quiet, but intense anger, she said to the preacher, “You preachers are always saying that God has a
reason for everything God does.  Well, tell me, what possible reason did God have for taking my mama when I was seven and
leaving us to struggle and suffer all these years?”  That’s a fair question for that particular preacher, for which he and all other
preachers (myself included), have no good answer.

Sometimes we preachers say too much and sometimes we don’t say enough.  My first cousin Pat had two sons, and her older
son was killed as a teenager in a car accident.  She said that the preacher in her church, the preacher who preached the funeral,
never said another word to her about her son’s death.  In the years that followed, he never said one word to her about the tragedy.
Sunday after Sunday, she dragged herself out of bed and went to church, even though her heart hurt so much she could hardly
bear to raise a hymnal.  And she would walk through the line after church and shake the preacher’s hand, and he never acknowl-
edged her pain.  All he had to do was say, “I’m thinking about you.”  But he never said it.  Sometimes we preachers don’t say
enough.

I didn’t know what to say to Anthony Barge’s family after his tragic death last week.  He was a great man who died way too
young.  He coached our son in basketball for years, and we got to see up close what a role model/ mentor he was.  When I heard
he had died, I said what many of you said, “Oh my God, no.”  I stood in line to speak to the family, but when the time came to say
something, I had nothing.  “I’m sorry,” was about all I could muster. That and a hug, and some tears.  Most of the time, however,
“I’m sorry” is all you need to say.  If you are not careful you can say too much.

Thumbing through the local paper, you couldn’t miss it. Ryan’s face was the face of an angel.  So innocent and so beautiful.
Eleven years old.  Gone.  Dead.  And beneath the haunting picture were these words on the obituary page.  Tearful words from the
family of the little boy:

“Please don’t ask if we are over it yet.  We’ll never be over it.  Please don’t tell us he is in a better place.  He isn’t here with us.
Please don’t say that at least he isn’t suffering.  I haven’t understood why he had to suffer at all.  Please, please don’t tell us you
know how we feel, unless you have lost a child.  Please don’t ask us if we feel better.  Bereavement isn’t an illness that clears up.
Please don’t tell us that at least we had him for 11 years.  What year would you choose for your child to die?  Please don’t tell us
that God never gives us more than we can bear.  We don’t believe God gave us this tragedy.  Please just say that you are sorry.
Please just say that you remember Ryan.  Please just let us talk about him.  Please just let us cry.”

So, choose your words carefully. We can say too much or too little. And most of the time, when tragedy
strikes, a hug and a shoulder to cry on are worth a thousand words.
