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It was a tough assignment, but as the saying goes, “somebody had to do it.”  My tough assignment was officiating a wedding at
Reynolds Plantation.  Oh, and did I tell you that someone twisted my arm and made me stay at the Ritz Carlton?  Okay, no arm
twisting needed.  Wow!!  What a place.  It was one of the most beautiful settings for a wedding that one could imagine.  I was
honored to be there.  The hotel was out-of-this world, especially for a guy who is a Hampton Inn, Holiday Inn Express kind of guy.
The wedding was beautiful, by the way, and the minister didn’t fumble and bumble too much.

Was the Ritz pricy?  Does Donald Trump have an ego?  The breakfast buffet was $25.  Or if you wanted, you could order room
service with a bowl of cereal costing $6, $5 for a cup of orange juice, and $11 for a Belgian Waffle.  Of course, you must add to that
an 18% charge and tax, plus $3.50 for delivery.  So, just a glass of orange juice would set you back close to 10 bucks.  I decided
that breakfast could wait.

Ironically, while at the wedding I talked to someone whose son had just gotten back from a mission trip to Haiti.  She said that
they had to sleep on the roof of a house because it was so hot inside.  The elevation brought some breeze and relief.  I’m guessing
that the average annual income of a Haitian doesn’t exceed the cost of the Ritz breakfast buffet.

Was I guilty hanging out at the Ritz while a few hundred miles away Haitians hope for a decent meal and a place to sleep?  No,
not guilty.  However, I am humbled and extremely grateful to live where I live and to have what I have.  Sheri and I went on a
mission trip to Malawi, Africa some 25 years ago, and that trip changed my life.  It made me grateful for water, a nice home, and
a comfortable bed.  Now, when I drink water, especially bottled water, I often think just how lucky I am.  Why me and not them?

I was recently at Tanner Hospital in the ER with one of our members.  It was one of those days that happens all too often in the
ER.  We were there late in the afternoon.  It had been a hectic day at the ER, we were told.  We were out in the hall because all the
rooms were filled.  There were patients who had been in wrecks and others who had heart issues.  I heard crying babies.  I heard
a man screaming in pain in the room adjacent to the spot where we were in the hall.  I saw pain and grief on the faces of one family;
I was left to guess what had transpired to cause it.  There were busy doctors and anxious nurses scurrying up and down the hall,
darting into rooms dealing with one emergency after another.

When I left there, I gave thanks to God—for health and hospitals.  I think we would all be more thankful if we spent some time
in a third world country or in the local ER or at a nursing home.   Comparisons help.  Contrasts are good.  If we only live in our little
world in the suburbs, with all of our creature comforts and our good health, then we don’t get the contrast or comparisons.

Puttin’ on the Ritz was great for a weekend, but I don’t want to live that way everyday.  Besides, as much as I love
breakfast, I would be headed to the poor house in a hurry.
