Sheri and I celebrated 22 years together by going into Atlanta to eat at a fancy restaurant.  It was a seafood place where they fly
the seafood in fresh from the Chattahoochee (or wherever).  Great food and service.

The highlight of the evening was not the meal but what happened at a table adjacent to us.  There was a young couple eating
something that looked crabs on steroids and drinking beer.  He did what has happened to all of us from time to time: he knocked
his drink over.  If you have young kids, it happens every meal, so you like for it to happen early in the meal to get it over with.  Like
I said, he was drinking beer, and it went all over his clothes.  His left pant leg was covered in it, as was his chair, as the suds
dripped slowly off the table and saturated the floor.  Being the good Baptist minister, I thought, “If he had been drinking iced tea,
that wouldn’t have happened.”  Sheri offered a napkin to help, as I tried not to laugh out loud.  If I had expressed any pleasure
whatsoever at his misfortune, he probably would have slugged me.  And a melee might have broken out.

The German word is schadenfreude, which means to find pleasure in someone else’s misfortune.  I point out that word to
impress you that I know one German word besides Volkswagen.  There is a sort of malicious joy that seems to be a part of our
culture. Have you noticed?  Why did I find it amusing that some guy spilled beer all over himself?

Well, schadenfreude is in the Bible, so it has been around for a long time.  When the Egyptian army is still sinking to their grave
in the Red Sea, Moses and Miriam break out the tambourines and lead a mocking dance and song: “Pharaoh’s chariots and his
army He has cast into the sea; and the choicest of his officers are drowned in the Red Sea” (Exodus 15:4).  If Miriam and Moses
did it, then it’s okay, right?

Schadenfreude is a national pastime.  Democrats and Republicans gloat when someone from the other party is caught having
an affair or embezzling money.  The chuckles can be heard all the way down Pennsylvania Avenue to the Capitol and from there to
Main Street USA.  Remember when Martha Stewart got sent packing to prison because she apparently profited from insider
trading?  Lots of folk cheered her misfortune.  Someone twittered on the New York Times that it was the blond version of
schadenfreude: blondenfreude—the joy of watching blonds screw up.

Gloating over someone else’s misfortune is kind of sick, but it’s also kind of human nature. I’m just not sure it’s God’s nature.
And when I do it, I have an uneasy feeling that I shouldn’t.  Something seems amiss in my soul when I find any pleasure in another
person’s pain. I can’t see Jesus doing it.  I can’t see Him gloating when a Pharisee gets arrested for breaking the law.  And yet, I can
find great pleasure when a Pharisaical televangelist gets caught doing something that he preaches against every Sunday.  I don’t
think it is right to gloat like that, but I do.  I think most of us are gloaters, but should we be?

I think it demeans us as people to gloat when others fall.  But, when you are surrounded by gloaters, and when
gloaters cover the TV screen, it is so easy to become one.  Everybody else is doing it.  Moses and Miriam
perfected it.   Why not me?
