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Good idea: Dressing up for Halloween as a pirate.  Bad idea: dressing up for Halloween as a piñata.   Good idea: visiting the
circus; bad idea: having the circus visit you.  Good idea: tossing a penny into a fountain to make a wish; bad idea: tossing your
cousin Penny into a fountain to make a wish. You get the point.  The world is full of good ideas and also bad ones—like putting a
screen door on a submarine.

The headline in the newspaper caught my eye.  Good idea: “New way to guide car;” And then I read the rest.  Bad idea: “with
eyes, not hands.”  The story beneath the headline explained that German engineers have developed a new technology that lets
drivers steer cars using only their eyes. Raul Rojas, an intelligence researcher at Berlin’s Free University says that the technology
steers the car in whatever direction they’re looking. The technology is called Eye Driver and it lets the car drive up to 31 mph.

And so, let’s get this straight, this guy is an intelligence engineer?  And how intelligent does one have to be to figure out that this
ain’t going to work.  If I’m driving this car, and I pass a beautiful golf course or an “all you can eat” buffet, I’m crashing and calling
911.    What’s going to happen if a guy passes a Hooters restaurant and his car follows his eyes?  I can tell you what will happen.
A Ford truck will crash through the front door and, he will be ordering wings through the shattered glass on his window.  This is a
really bad idea.

I got to thinking about this story and what it might say to all these high school and college graduates who are venturing out on
life’s highways.  My more experienced eyes would remind them that we Christians “walk by faith and not by sight.”  It’s probably not
a good idea to follow your eyes; rather, follow your heart.  Your eyes can get you in trouble, unless you are using them to see the
less fortunate.  My advice to the graduates: Do the things that you love to do, and do them well.   And make good choices, or as
some would call it—wisdom.  As 18 or 22-year-olds, you may not have a lot of wisdom, but it will come in due time.  But simply
going where your eyes lead you is not a recipe for success.

God has great plans for you.  “Trust in the Lord with all your heart, and lean not upon your own understanding.  In all your ways
acknowledge Him, and he shall direct your paths” (Proverbs 3:5-6).

Have you heard the country song by Ricky Van Shelton, “Keep it between the Lines”?
‘Cause it’s a big narrow road, only the Good Lord knows
Where it leads in the end, but you got to begin.
So, keep your hands on the wheel,
Believe in the things that are real
Just take your time and keep it between the lines.

So, let the Lord direct your path, keep it between the lines, and keep your “eyes” on the road.
Now, that’s a good idea!
