When I told the nice lady at the ticket window that there would be two adults and one
child for the 3D Shrek, she told me the amount.  I thought she had misunderstood.  I didn’t want to buy the theatre, I just
wanted some tickets.

During the previews of upcoming movies, by the way, I got some needed info.  “Toy Story 3” is coming out.  Of all the
children’s movies I have seen in recent years, that is my favorite.  It just happens to be coming out on our anniversary,
June 18.

Happiness is always to be found in
the next relationship, job, or church.

In the words of Charles Poole: Life, even at its best, only gets so good.
There are limits to be lived with, because we cannot have it all.
Sometimes enough really is enough.

And if you don’t believe me or Charles, believe Shrek.   Maybe we all just need some goofy 3D glasses
to see life the way it really is.  But if you do, it will cost you.
